® Please check if the cable is connected to the VGA port correctly, or if the cable
is bent in some places.

Vertical line blinking

® Enter the main menu, and adjust the vertical placement to eliminate the

(PC Mode) vertical line.

(PC Mode) ® Adjust the horizontal placement of the screen to clear any horizontal lines.

® Adjust the brightness or contrast in the main menu.
